Eligibility Criteria for this Clinical Trial

In order to be eligible for this study, the following criteria must be met:

-Completely torn ACL seen on MRI

-Scheduled to receive an ACL reconstruction surgery with a bone-patellar tendon-bone
allograft

-Be between the ages of 18-60 years old

-No history of prior surgery on the same knee
